Ministry Children’s Liturgy Volunteers
Primary purpose To enhance children’s experience in hearing the Sunday scriptures

in language more suited for their age (under 9s)

What is involved? Volunteers work on a rota basis in teams to take the children of the
parish into the parish hall during the first part of the Mass. You will
work with the children to help them to gain an understanding of what
the theme of that Sunday's mass is all about through various
activities such as reading, praying, songs and craft. There are
weekly pre-prepared guidance notes with extra help available from
other volunteers and the Coordinator.

Gifts required:

= Active member of the church, comfortable with spirituality and faith

= Organisational, interpersonal and communicational skills with young children

= Imagination, creativity and prayerfulness

= Likes working with children

= Reliable and a team player

= Willingness to prepare in advance so that God’s Word is better understood (by
you) and delivered (to the children).

Time required (average weekly/monthly) 1 - 2 hours per session — normally no more than
once a month. Including preparation during
preceding week).

Likely peaks in time commitments: Christmas and Easter

How long would | need to commit for? Ideally, 3 years with an opportunity to review the
role after 6 months

Responsible to: Liturgy | Leader
Other key relationships: Parish Priest, Parents and volunteers, musicians
Support available: Parish and Diocesan training, normally you would

shadow with a more experienced leader to gain
confidence.
